2601/01	Welcome
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. Cllr Watson had sent apologies and the reason was accepted.

2601/02	Non-attendance of Councillors
Apologies were received from Cllr Watson and the reason accepted.

2601/03	Public Admissions to Meetings Act (1960)	
There were no items of a confidential nature which required the exclusion of members of the public and press from any item on the agenda which may be of a confidential nature of the business being transacted.

2601/04	Declarations of Interest

2601/05	Ordinary vacancies on the Parish Council
It was noted there remains one co-opted vacancy on the Parish Council. 

2601/06	To approve the Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 8 December 2025
It was proposed by Cllr Spaul, seconded by Cllr Wriglesworth and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 8 December 2025 be agreed as an accurate record. 

2601/07	Question Time
A resident raised their further concerns about the continued lack of maintenance of the lakes. In response, a Councillor reported having seen some maintenance works underway. Clerk to make enquiries from YSP about tactics for maintenance.

A resident noted disappointment with the slow progress by the District Council in progressing proposed amendments to speed limits. Cllr Liley referred the resident to the update that will be shared at the appropriate agenda item.

2601/08	Police Matters 
a) 	The Safe Scheme reports for November and December were acknowledged. It was noted that overtime was not completed in December due to other commitments, annual leave, and sickness. Overtime will resume in January, with additional hours used later in the financial year subject to remaining budget.

2601/11	District Councillor reports
D/Cllr Harvey reported her change of political allegiance from Conservative to Reform and her intention to stand for election in May; however, this may not be in the Rural Ward.

D/Cllr Nicholls reported on a variety of commitments he had undertaken for the Rural Ward in the last month.

2601/12	Highways and other matters
a) The consultation period on Traffic Regulation Orders (TROs) relating to changes in the speed limits had taken place between 11 December 2025 and 1 January 2026 and there had been no challenges. Action will be taken by the District Council by the end of February.

Cllr Liley reported on his ongoing liaising with the District Council Highways Department and National Highways and expected to be able to update the next meeting on additional Speed Indicator Devices (SIDs) for the village. The proposed joint arrangement with a neighbouring Parish Council for lighting column weight testing will be held in abeyance pending the outcome.

b) The District Council has upheld a complaint regarding parking on Sycamore Lane. An inspection has been carried out, and residents’ parking will be proposed in the 2026/27 budget. An update on the timeline will be requested.
